Hand sanitiser will be available to sanitise after contact. 

Attendees will be informed in advance that baby goats will be present so those with allergies or phobias can make informed decisions. No food will be consumed in the immediate goat interaction area. 

In the event of a minor scratch or allergic reaction, first aid and an inhaler/EpiPen will be used if carried. In the event of severe reaction/anaphylaxis, 999 will be called immediately.

1. Identify the impact and likelihood using the tables above.

3. If the risk is amber or red – identify control measures to reduce the risk to as low as is reasonably practicable.
4. If the residual risk is green, additional controls are not necessary.  
5. If the residual risk is amber the activity can continue but you must identify and implement further controls to reduce the risk to as low as reasonably practicable. 
6. If the residual risk is red do not continue with the activity until additional controls have been implemented and the risk is reduced.
7. Control measures should follow the risk hierarchy, where appropriate as per the pyramid above.
8. The cost of implementing control measures can be taken into account but should be proportional to the risk i.e. a control to reduce low risk may not need to be carried out if the cost is high but a control to manage high risk means that even at high cost the control would be necessary.
